OREGON'S

Hikers are required to secure a CENTRAL
CASCADES WILDERNESS PERMIT for some
of these popular trails in an effort to secure
the protection of these landscapes now and
into the future, in accordance with the
Wilderness Act of 1964.

Permits are required June 15 - Oct. 15, 2022 for
overnight visits, as well as for day-use visits to
19 of the area's 79 trails.

Day-use permits are available at Recreation.gov
on a rolling basis, 10 days and then two days
before the day of a trip.

Most trails in the area do not require a
Central Cascades Wilderness Permit, so do
your research to see what's open and accessible.
